Console .

Right-click Starter GPOs and then click
New .

In the New Starter GPO dialog box, type the
name of the Starter GPO in the Name box.
Optionally, you can type comments in the
Comments box.

Console . Expand the Starter GPOs node.
Right-click the Starter GPO you want to edit
and then click Edit .
In the console tree, click the folder under
Administrative Templates that contains the
policy settings you want to configure.
In the Setting column, click the name for a
policy setting to read a description of the
policy setting.
To change a policy setting, double-click the
name of the policy setting.
In the policy setting dialog box, click one of
the following:

o Not Configured : The registry is not

modified.

o Enabled : The registry reflects that
the policy setting is selected.

o Disabled : The registry reflects that
the policy setting is not selected.

Select any other available options, and then
click OK..

In the Backup Starter GPO dialog box, in the Location box, enter the path for the
location where you want to store the Starter GPO backups. Or click Browse , locate the
folder in which you want to store the Starter GPO backups, and then click OK .

In the Description box, type a description for the Starter GPOs that you want to back up,
and then click Back Up . If you are backing up multiple Starter GPOs, the description
will apply to all Starter GPOs you back up.

After the operation completes, click OK .
